It will
not be a long meeting and your interest will be much appreciated by the Trustees who are finding it harder
and harder to maintain the hall in the condition and for the purposes required by its constitution and charity
status.

The hall is the only place in the village capable of holding parties, meetings and gatherings of all sorts. It
has to be marketed commercially to a certain extent in order to attract a larger income (necessary for its
maintenance and improvement) than can be generated from its status as a village hall alone. However, The
Trustees have to maintain the hall for the social, educational and recreational benefit of the parishioners of
Little Thetford. Please consider the village hall as your venue for children’s parties, family gatherings,
celebrations, meetings and social events. Hiring charges start from £25 for a half day session of 2 — 4 hours
generally; ideal for kiddies' parties for instance — so you won't get jelly and crumbs trampled into your
carpets or sticky fingers on your furniture and your treasured ornaments will be safe! Friday and Saturday
evenings start at around a very competitive £100 with the
availability of the lounge.
